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Avid attempts to qualify a reasonable number of devices for the support of common industry formats. Media generated in these formats have been tested for some brand name devices, however Avid
cannot guarantee that all formats will behave in a consistent manner. In general, if the media you are using comes from a device that is compliant with the industry format specification, then you should be
able to use that media in an Avid editing application.

The tables on the following pages list the formats supported by the most recent versions/models of the Avid products.
